Green Policy

In July 2007, The Pear Tree at Purton received a Silver Award under the Green Tourism Business Scheme, reflecting very good environmental practices. We were the first hotel in the county to receive this award. In 2009, we were assessed and again received a Silver Award.

We are committed to providing the highest quality of eservice whilst minimizing the environmental impact on our activities.

Some of the main steps that we have taken to reduce our impact are:

The use of locally produced food where possible,

The establishment of a wild flower meadow.

Monitoring of all energy and water usage – we now have low energy light bulbs in 90% of the hotel.

Fair trade purchasing, notably coffee from Machare Farm, Kilimanjaro.

Pencils made from recycled CD cases.

3 beehives – we now produce our own honey – served at breakfast.

600 vines – we have just taken delivery of our first wine – now available in the restaurant.

Since the sad demise of our electric Rocket composter, we now use 2 large bay composters, and I have ordered a 800 ltr Thermo King Composter for the bin area for food and garden waste.
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
